Age Requirement:  In order for the prospective recruit to participate in the first recruit intake, you must have reached your 12th birthday by September 21st, 2017.  Training will start on this date and recruits are expected to report for training in the specified black and white recruit uniform.  

Motto, Aims and Mission:  The staff of 2 Squadron takes our motto, aims and mission very seriously.  They are the reasons that we are here.  Therefore, we expect our cadets to learn and remember the motto and let it serve as their motivation as they progress through their cadet career and we expect each staff member to do the same with our aims and mission.

Military or Civilian:  The Canadian Cadet Organization is a Civilian organization that is administered by the Canadian Armed Forces in conjunction with the Department of National Defense and the Air Cadet League of Canada. It is the only federally funded youth organization.  Our staff consists of both Canadian Armed Forces Officers and Civilian Volunteers.  But cadets are civilians and are under no obligation whatsoever to join the military. 

Two For The Price Of One:  Time spent in community service meets the requirement of our aim to develop good citizens.  In addition, cadets’ community service time also counts toward the mandatory 40 hrs of community service they need to graduate from high school.

Attendance:  Attendance is extremely important and will weigh heavily on the cadet’s ability to progress successfully through the training program at every level. The following pages outline some the activities the recruits are qualified to participate in over the next 3 months. Friday night training, Poppy selling days, the Battle of Britain Parade and Remembrance Day parades are mandatory.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Recruit Uniform:  Recruits will be issued their cadet uniforms in November 2017. They will prepare their uniforms as instructed and wear them for the training on 24 Nov 2017. This will give the staff an opportunity to inspect their uniforms and ensure that they meet the dress standard prior to their graduation into the squadron on 3 Dec 2017.  While on the Recruit Course, they will be required to dress similarly.  This in itself constitutes a uniform and must be worn as specified, without variation, each training evening or other cadet activity unless directed otherwise. Recruits will be inspected each Friday evening as part of their training.  The inspection mark will be part of the evaluation for dress and deportment.  Maintaining your recruit uniform is an excellent way to practice maintaining your issued uniform.

Recruit Training Location:  Training will take place at Donald A. Wilson High School on Friday nights. Some weeks however, training is on Thursday nights and will take place at Enterprise Airlines. Maps of both locations are found on the home page of the squadron website.

Paperwork is due No Later Than 21 September 2017:  UNTIL PAPERWORK IS COMPLETED, RETURNED AND SIGNED BY THE COMMANDING OFFICER, RECRUITS CANNOT PARTICIPATE IN ANY CADET ACTIVITY OTHER THEN FRIDAY NIGHT TRAINING. 

Conversely, once your paperwork is completed and signed by the Commanding Officer, recruits are eligible to participate in any applicable cadet activity.  This is necessary to ensure that your child is properly insured.
